Chris Lloyd on Paton Baldwins

Chris informed us at the beginning of his talk, that this was his
10 th visit to South Durham u3a.

We had a record turnout of 105 members; it was a very
enthusiastic gathering to welcome in the New Year.

| was very much looking forward to finding out more of this
iconic company with its origins in the West Yorkshire town of
Halifax. My mind slipped back to my school days with the
mention of Crompton’s Spinning Mule and how that piece of
machinery revolutionised the commercial yarn industry.

The geographical area of Darlington suited wool and linen
production with export links to Russia spanning the centuries.
It was also fascinating to hear how the textile wealth of
Darlington and its

Quaker heritage made a significant contribution to the
Napoleonic wars in the productions of military uniforms. The
huge profits then being diverted into the establishment of our
Railways.

Chris’s photographs and video clearly showed the scale of the
140-acre site of Paton and Baldwin’s. With a workforce of
4,000, a lot of Darlington families would have had a
connection with this company, alongside others travelling on the 50 buses from surrounding villages.
Chris humorously informed the audience we could have been using a by-product of woollen yarn
production in our skin creams (Lanolin) and there was shared laughter at the memory of getting Knitted
swimming costumes wet. Who would have thought Roger Moore would have been

modelling knitwear patterns designed and made in Darlington?

I am now going to search for a Bakelite Beehive for my knitting wool, such an interesting design.

h The alternative title for this was “Minnie Clarkson Goes To The Theatre”. Chris had taken a
real person who lived from 1879 to 1982 and imagined what entertainments she might

have had access to during this period. As a woman she wouldn’t have played cricket or rugby, perhaps
the first town sports clubs officially recorded, but she almost certainly attended the Theatre Royal
whose last incarnation was the Odeon Cinema, North Road. 19th/20th century legislation governing
working hours, along with technical advance, encouraged a plethora of leisure opportunities in town.
These included another theatre (the Hippodrome, 1907), circuses (not exactly leisure for the animals
involved) and at one point later in the 20th century, nine cinemas. From 1885 we had a library, then
cycling and football became popular for women and men. A coherent use of photos from the net.

READING GROUP 1

“The Love of Dangerous Men” by Tony Nicholson.
The author of this book, a retired lecturer, is well known in local history circles and his two
talks to SD U3A on the subject matter of this book were well received. The book builds on
the success of his talks and provides a fascinating insight into the England of the late 1890’s

and the early years of the 20th century.
While overseeing renovations of a newly acquired house, the author discovered, together with dead
birds and other detritus, a cache of letters, photos and memorabilia belonging to a long dead woman
named Annie Bowen. Annie lived in Gainford when, one balmy summer night, at a soirée in a vicarage
garden, she met the love of her life, Gus Bowen, bad boy son of the local vicar.
This discovery led to a quest by Tony and his wife Gillian to learn more about the lives of these people
and others featured in the letters.
To achieve this end, Tony made contacts with individuals around the world who helped to provide a
coherent picture of Annie’s somewhat sad history.
To say she had terrible taste in men is quite an understatement. Despite years of neglect by Gus, she
fell in with Frank, a violent serial bigamist who left her to live out her life as a lonely lodger in a single
room.
In addition to revealing the wonders of internet research since the advent of online census data, naval,
military and prison records, the book also sheds light on the social habits, the entertainments, maritime
and prison life in the 1890’s.
Those of you whose interest was piqued by this month’s excellent U3A talk to the local History Group by
Chris Forster would find much more to interest them in this book.
The book sparked a lively discussion within the group. Some thought it was dry, focusing too much on
the research side. The title was disputed. Were these men really dangerous? Others felt there was a
great deal of conjecture and lack of structure in the writing, but no one could help but admire the
dedication and perseverance of the author.
Finally, who would have guessed there was so much fun to be had in 1890’s Gainford?!
Many thanks to Gillian for hosting the meeting and providing the delicious refreshments.

The
construction of

Trinity House began in 1505 and has, since that date, housed the headquarters of a unique maritime
organisation, The Corporation of the Newcastle upon Tyne Trinity House, which has been dedicated to
the welfare of seafarers on the North-East coast since the Charter of Incorporation granted by King
Henry VIl in 1536. The buildings include the 1505 private Brethren's Chapel, the 1800 Entrance Hall,
the 1721 Banqueting Hall and Board Room, all built around a secluded courtyard. Paintings, models, a
library and other memorabilia reflect centuries of England's maritime traditions and heritage, which are

maintained here by the Brethren in a unique setting.

Cost is £11 per person (inclusive of tea and coffee)

Please note that the listed buildings do include steps which may present difficulties to less mobile
visitors and there is no dedicated access for wheelchairs or those who use mobility walkers
